The preset lever can be adjusted in four steps,
ranging from position 0 to 3. Position 0 is used for
removing and installing the shield/visor, and positions
1 to 3 are for adjusting the bottom end of the shield/
visor. By setting the preset lever to position 1 to 3, the
position of the bottom end of the shield/visor can be
adjusted as shown in the drawing below.

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How to Remove the CJ-3 Shield/Visor
Raise the shield/visor and lower both the left and right
preset levers to position 0, which is one step below
position 1, further down than the lowest gear (Drawing
1). Lower the shield/visor, lift the tab A on the shield/
visor rail to unhook it (Drawing 2), and pull the shield/
visor towards you to remove it (Drawing 3). (If lifting
tab Ais difficult, you may insert a flathead screwdriver
wrapped in cloth under the tab to lift and unhook it.
Be cautious not to scratch the shield/visor during this
process.)

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How to Install the CJ-3 Shield/Visor

Lower the left and right preset levers to position 0
(Drawing 4). While inserting the shield/visor into the
shield/visor rail, fit the shield/visor hook into hole A
(Drawing 5). After mounting the shield/visor, raise it
and adjust the preset levers to any position between
1 and 3 before use.

Read the instructions and warnings in the owner’s
manual carefully before using the shield/visor. It is
your responsibility to ensure that your use of the
shield/visor complies with any state or local laws.

® The light transmittance ratio of the tinted (Dark
Smoke) and mirrored (Spectra) shield/visor is lower
than the requirement of ECE R22/06. However,
when used for an extended period in strong sunlight
while riding on a circuit, they may alleviate eye
fatigue more effectively compared to homologated
shield/visors.

® Tinted or mirrored face shields/visors reduce light
transmittance and may impair a rider’s vision in
certain circumstances, increasing the likelihood of
a crash resulting in injury or death.

® Never use a tinted or mirrored shield/visor at night,
in tunnels, in rain or fog, or in other low visibility
conditions. These shields/visors are intended for
daytime use only.

® Do not use a tinted or mirrored shield/visor together
with the helmet’s internal sun visor, sunglasses or
any other product that reduces light transmittance.
This may obstruct your view and can be very
dangerous.

If a tinted or mirrored shield/visor is used together
with the sun visor in the U.S.A., the requirement for
the light transmission ratio specified in VESC-8* is
not met.

Do not use the tinted or mirrored shield/visor together
with the sun visor. Otherwise, the restricted vision
caused by the tinted or mirrored shield/visor may lead
to accidents, resulting in serious injury or death.

VESC-8: Vehicle Equipment Safety Commission
regulation No. 8 for motorcyclist eye protection.
This standard is widely referred to and applied in 36
states in the U.S.A. together with the laws regarding
motorcyclist eye protection.

® |f the shield/visor gets wet from rain, remove the
shield/visor, thoroughly dry it, and then reattach it to
the helmet for storage.

@ Dirt and scratches on the shield/visor may obstruct
your view while riding and can be very dangerous!
If the CJ-3 shield/visor gets dirty or scratched, stop
using it immediately. Remove the shield/visor and
clean or replace it.

® The CJ-3 shield/visor should be cleaned with a
solution of mild, neutral soap and water. Rinse well
with fresh water then wipe dry with a soft cloth. Do
not use any of the following cleaning materials: hot
water over 40°C; salt water; any acidic or alkali
detergent; benzine, thinner, gasoline, or other
organic solvents; glass cleaner; or any cleaner
containing organic solvents. If any of these are
used for cleaning, the shield/visor’s characteristics
may be changed and safety may be impaired.

® Do not ride with a shield/visor that is fogged. This
may obstruct your view and can be very dangerous.
If the CJ-3 shield/visor fogs up, open the shield/visor
to ventilate the helmet interior and clear the fog.

® Remove the protective film before using the CJ-3
shield/visor.

® Do not place any sticker or adhesive tape in the field
of vision of the CJ-3 shield/visor.

Refer
to the list and drawing of the interior parts, ensure
secure installation and removal. Be sure to always
wear the center pad, cheek pads, chinstrap covers
when using the helmet.

1. Removing the Cheek Pads

Unfasten the three snaps by pulling them away
from the cheek pad base (Drawing 1).

2. Removing the Center Pad

To remove the center pad, first unfasten the
two snaps at the rear of the helmet (Drawing
2). Unfasten the snaps of the front area of the
center pad, and then pull out the plates (Drawing
3).

3. Removing the Chinstrap Cover

To remove the chinstrap cover, detach the cheek
pads, unfasten the snap, and pull the chinstrap
cover off the chinstrap (Drawing 4). Remove the
opposite side in the same manner.

How to Attach the Interior Parts

1. Installing the Chinstrap Covers

The shapes of the right and left chinstrap covers
are different. When installing chinstrap covers,
verify the right and left sides as per the drawing,
pass them through the chinstrap, and press the
snaps until they click (Drawing 5).

2. Installing the Center Pad

Flip up the cover of the front part and insert
the plate of the center pad. Insert both ends of
the plate as shown in Drawing A so they do not
protrude, and then secure the three locations
with their snaps (Drawing 6). Fasten the two
snaps on the rear of the center pad (Drawing 7).

3. Installing the Cheek Pads

Before installing the cheek pads, make sure
that the three snaps are positioned properly
(Drawing 8). If the positions are not correct, the
shaps may not be fastened securely.

After confirming the right and left sides of the
cheek pads, pass the chinstrap through the
hollow section of the relevant cheek pad and
fasten the three snaps (Drawing 9). Install the
opposite cheek pad in the same manner.

® When attaching or detaching a snap, you should
hold it near the fastened area and treat it carefully.
Fasten the snap firmly until you hear it click.

® You can clean the inner parts by hand washing
them or by washing them in a washing machine
after placing them in a laundry net. Please treat
them carefully when washing. Use cold or lukewarm
water with neutral laundry detergent for washing,
and then thoroughly rinse the parts with clean
water. Gently squeeze the parts with a dry towel
and dry them in the shade. To prevent damage to
the plastic areas of the interior parts, do not wring
them strongly and do not fold or bend the plastic
areas. Take special care if you are using a clothes
spinner. Do not dry the interior parts with a clothes
dryer, blow dryer, or any other type of mechanical
dryer, as heat can damage the material. impact
absorbing liner (polystyrene foam section) should
be wet with a soft cloth dipped in a solution of mild
neutral soap and water and then wiped. Allow time
for the impact absorbing liner to dry in the shade.
Do not dry the impact absorbing liner in the sunlight
or use any type of mechanical dryer, as the impact
absorbing liner is extremely sensitive to heat. If the
impact absorbing liner is exposed to high heat of
any kind, contact your dealer or SHOEI directly for
a safety evaluation. To prevent damage, do not use
any of the following cleaning materials: hot water
over 40°C; salt water; any acidic or alkali detergent;
benzine, thinner, gasoline, or other organic
solvents; glass cleaner; or any cleaner containing
organic solvents.

® After you use the helmet or wash an interior
part, or when the interior parts are wet, dry them
immediately. Leaving the interior parts damp can
cause the metal snaps to rust, break, or stick.
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@ Before use, check that the hooks on both sides of
the shield/visor are fit in their shield/visor rails firmly.

® Be sure to always wear the center pad, cheek pads,
chinstrap covers when using the helmet.

©® When cleaning and caring for the helmet and
shield/visor, do not use any of the following
cleaning materials: hot water over 40°C; salt
water; any acidic or alkali detergent; benzine,
thinner, gasoline, or other organic solvents;
glass cleaner; or any cleaner containing organic
solvents. If any of these cleaners are used, the
helmet’s chemical nature may be altered and safety
may be hindered.

® Do not carry the helmet holding the goggle band.
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These optional parts are available for repair or

replacement.
Before replacing the parts, carefully read their
instruction manuals.
